Ingredients:
1/2 ounce Rye
1/2 ounce Bourbon
1/2 ounce Calvados
1/2 ounce Cognac
1 teaspoon demerara syrup
2 dashes Angostura bitters
1 dash Doc Elliott’s Mixology Coffee Pecan Bitters
1 lemon twist and 1 orange twist for garnish

Directions:
Chill a large Old Fashioned glass with ice and water1.
Combine all ingredients, except the garnish, in a mixing2.
glass with ice.  Stir to chill
Strain into chilled glass over a large ice cube3.
Garnish with citrus twists4.
